Overview of the American Language Institute (ALI)

Kinds of Courses Available. ALI offers English courses for non-native

speakers at all levels of language proficiency.

Extracurricular Activities. Tickets to concerts and plays, tours of the

city and nearby states, and visits to American homes are all available

at no charge or at a minimal cost. Institute students also enjoy coffee

hours, parties, and other informal get-togethers. 

Advisement. An international student advisor is available to answer

questions about nonimmigrant visa matters, as well as to discuss

academic plans and personal concerns.

Proficiency Report. Non-native English speakers often need an offi-

cial statement of English language proficiency for schools, organi-

zations, or sponsors. The English Language Report is an official

statement of the results of the proficiency evaluation. Copies of this

report are sent upon written request.

Individual Evaluation and Registration:

Before registration, all new students have their English language

proficiency evaluated at the American Language Institute.

Students take the Institute placement test, followed by an indi-

vidual faculty interview. Specific, suitable courses are recom-

mended at that time.

• Please call for a placement test appointment (the cost is $20) at

(212) 998-7040, and take your test by Saturday, January 24, 2009.

• After your test and interview, you are assisted with in-person

registration.

• Tuition payments can be made by cash, check, or credit card.

• Returning students who have studied at the ALI or already taken

the test should come to the ALI office to receive an advisor’s

signature before proceeding with registration.

Writing and Editing Seminar II
$1,270
S Sec. 1: Mon. Wed. 6.20–9 p.m.,
Jan. 26–May 4 (26 sessions).

As an international professional profi-
cient in English, you may be ready to
concentrate on writing and reading for
personal and professional reasons. In
reading, the focus is on the interpreta-
tion of nuance and implication. In writ-
ing, tackle regular assignments that
prepare you for upper-division university
work. Acquire the skills that allow you to
write about sophisticated subject matter
with accuracy and clarity. Enrollment is
limited.★

Expository Writing Workshop I
$2,145
S Sec. 1: Mon. Wed. 2.30–5.25 p.m.,
Jan. 26–May 4 (26 sessions).

This course helps students already profi-
cient in English read and write more
comfortably in both personal and profes-
sional settings. Nonfiction readings pro-
vide models of techniques English
writers use to express, organize, and de-
velop their ideas. Regular writing assign-
ments give students an opportunity to
apply these techniques in order to write
clear, correct, well-developed essays on a
variety of topics. Special attention is paid
to improving grammatical accuracy, style,
and tone.

Expository Writing Workshop II
$2,145
S Sec. 1: Mon. Wed. 2.30–5.25 p.m.,
Jan. 26–May 4 (26 sessions).

This course is for students who already
read and write English comfortably but
who wish to further develop and polish
their writing. Students learn to examine
their own writing with a critical eye.
Regular assignments provide opportuni-
ties to apply sophisticated techniques of
composition, with special focus on writ-
ing that is natural and idiomatic.★

SPEECH
IMPROVEMENT    

Accent Correction I
$760
S Sec. 1: Wed. 6.45–8.45 p.m., Jan. 28–May 6
(14 sessions).

If you have a good command of English
but would like to become more fluent,
this class helps you identify and correct in-
dividual pronunciation difficulties. Learn
to enunciate properly. Get an individual-
ized program for accent improvement.
Enrollment is limited.★

Accent Correction II
$760
S Sec. 1: Wed. 6.45–8.45 p.m., Jan. 28–May 6
(14 sessions).

If you are fluent in English but would
like to strengthen your ability to commu-
nicate, this course helps you learn to min-
imize accent interference and uneven
speech patterns. Become more proficient
in the sounds and rhythms of American
English speech. Enrollment is limited.★

Accent Correction III
$760
S Sec. 1: Wed. 6.45–8.45 p.m., Jan. 28–May 6
(14 sessions).

Building on the skills learned in Accent
Correction I and II, this course continues
the focus on areas of English pronuncia-
tion that can cause difficulties—including
vowels, consonants, intonation, syllabic
stress, and blending. Class activities in-
clude analyzing problematic sounds, listen-
ing and practicing through reading aloud,
giving short speeches, and having discus-
sions. Students learn to hear their own
pronunciation and correct it, resulting in
better communication and increased 
confidence.★

Speaking Clearly and Correctly I
$760
S Sec. 1: Tues. 6.45–8.45 p.m., Jan. 27–
May 5 (14 sessions).

These sequenced courses are designed 
to help students already proficient in
English participate actively in both pro-
fessional and more casual settings. The
primary goal of the course is to help stu-
dents speak more fluently and accurately,
develop their listening skills and compre-
hension levels, and—most importantly—
improve their self-confidence.★

Speaking Clearly and Correctly II
$760
S Sec. 1: Tues. 6.45–8.45 p.m., Jan. 27–
May 5 (14 sessions).

This is a speaking and listening course de-
signed to help students already proficient
in English participate actively in both
professional and more casual settings.
The primary goal of the course is to help
students speak more fluently and accu-
rately, to develop their listening skills and
comprehension levels, and most impor-
tantly, improve their self-confidence.★

Speaking With Confidence and Fluency

Business Communication I

communication activities and related 
language skills. Role-playing and exer-
cises in listening, grammar, vocabulary,
and pronunciation are designed to help
you speak confidently and accurately 
in the workplace.★

Business Communication II

Learn how to make presentations, 
facilitate group discussions, and interact 
professionally in English. Emphasis is on
idiomatic control and fluency. Discover
how to assess the cultural appropriateness
of a variety of business communications.★

Business Writing I

S Sec. 1: Thurs. 6.45–8.45 p.m., Jan. 29–
May 7 (14 sessions).

Learn the essentials of business writing 
including format, style, and tone. The fun-
damentals of letter and memo writing are
the focus of the workshop, with weekly 
reviews of student assignments. Relevant
English grammar is also reviewed.★

Business Writing II

May 7 (14 sessions).

Focus on letter writing and report writ-
ing in a business setting. English gram-
mar and appropriate business writing
styles are reviewed. In this workshop,
constructive, critical analysis of writing
assignments is ongoing.★

WRITING SKILLS    

Fundamentals of American English
$1,270
S Sec. 1: Mon. Wed. 6.20–9 p.m.,
Jan. 26–May 4 (26 sessions).

This course is designed for students who
may be comfortable speaking, but who
need to master the basics of grammar
and writing in order to feel more confi-
dent in both professional and personal
situations.★

Grammar Review I
$760
S Sec. 1: Mon. 6.45–8.55 p.m., Jan. 26–May 4
(13 sessions).

If you have a good command of English
and would like to sharpen your grammar
skills, learn to minimize errors in this 
intensive review of American English
structures. Weekly written assignments re-
inforce points of grammar. Constructive
feedback is an ongoing and essential ele-
ment of the course. Enrollment is limited.★

Grammar Review II
$760
S Sec. 1: Mon. 6.45–8.55 p.m., Jan. 26–May 4
(13 sessions).

More advanced than Grammar Review I,
this course is for fluent speakers ready to
master more complex structures of the
English language. Examine confusing
grammatical points. Focus on minimiz-
ing errors and gaining confidence in the
use of advanced structures while also get-
ting assistance with individual problems.
Weekly written assignments reinforce
grammatical points.★

Writing and Editing Seminar I
$1,270
S Sec. 1: Mon. Wed. 6.20–9 p.m.,
Jan. 26–May 4 (26 sessions).

This is a reading and writing course de-
signed to help students already proficient
in English write comfortably in both a
professional and more casual setting. 
The primary goal of the course is to 
help students develop their accuracy,
style, and vocabulary, and improve their
self-confidence when expressing 
themselves in writing.★
